Introduction

Designed to be stable over time under continuous operation, the MS27100A spectrum monitor module provides superior
sweep speeds, high dynamic range, and low spurious levels for fast and accurate measurements. Applications include
monitoring for interference, white space analysis, unlicensed transmission discovery, and signal coverage. The MS27100A
spectrum monitor module is available as a single RF input port instrument with wired Ethernet for remote interface and
USB ports for connecting accessories. The MS27100A can also be expanded to six RF input ports with an optional
multiplexer accessory.
